Liaison assigned to C-USP. Lindi Press (Office of the University Registrar) provided staff
support for C-USP and for each of its subcommittees. Full contact information for this year’s
membership is shown as Appendix I, which also includes the rosters of the subcommittees.



C-USP met ten times during the year 2006-2007, including one joint meeting with the
Committee for the Review of Undergraduate Majors (June 1, 2007). A list of the dates, agendas,
and report presenters is attached as Appendix II.

AGENDA ITEMSTHAT CAME TO THE SENATE IN 20062007

C-USP once again took formal responsibility for submitting the list of baccalaureate degree
candidates eligible for graduation each quarter to the Senate for approval. C-USP and then the
Steering Committee proposed the degree candidates with: SenD#5878 on October 12, 2006;
SenD#5904 on January 25, 2007; SenD#5933 on April 4, 2007; and SenD#5989 on June 14,
2007.

SenD#5899: Making Acadamic Calendar Changes Permanent. C-USP and C-GS presented a
proposal to the Senate to continue the changes made previously to the academic calendar. C-USP
had received input from a number of undergraduate focus groups organized by Registrar Roger
Printup and Director of Residential Education Jane Camarillo. The Senate, on January 25, 2007,
approved the Monday start date in Autumn Quarter and the Thanksgiving Week with no classes
as a permanent part of Stanford’s calendar.

SenD#5917: Changesto IHUM Lecture and Session Scheduling. C-USP presented a proposal
on behalf of the Introduction to the Humanities (IHUM) to change the Senate-mandated
language on times and numbers of lectures and sections. This was approved by the Senate on
February 22, 2007.

SenD#5871:C-USP Annual Report 20052006 Former Chair Rosemary Knight presented the
C-USP Annual Report for the academic year 2005-2006 to the Senate on May 31, 2007. She
highlighted the work done by C-USP and CourseWorks to encourage faculty across the
University to put their syllabi online.

DISCUSSION ITEMSTHAT DID NOT COME TO THE SENATE
C-USP received annual reports, as a matter of routine, from the following divisions:

Bing Overseas Studies Program. One of the highlights of Director Norman Naimark’s report
was to announce that a Stanford Center would open in Madrid at some point in the Academic
Year 2007-08. Naimark presented the OSP annual report to C-USP on October 20, 2006.

Language Center. As always, an extremely thorough report on the Language Center’s
accomplishments was presented by Elizabeth Bernhardt, Director; Joan Molitoris, Associate
Director; and Patricia de Castries, Assistant Director, on February 2, 2007. C-USP, after further
discussion in Spring Quarter, sent a letter to Director Bernhardt recommending the creation of a
Faculty Advisory Board similar to those already in place for [HUM, PWR, BOSP, etc. A copy
of this letter was sent to Susan Stephens (H&S).

Introduction to the Humanities. Russell Berman, Director, and Ellen Woods, Associate Director,
presented the IHUM Annual Report to C-RUM on February 16, 2007. Berman has recently



taken on the position of Director, replacing Orrin (Rob) Robinson. This year’s self-study will
segue into the review next year of the entire Area One complement.

Undergraduate Advising and Research. Susie Brubaker-Cole, Director, reported to C-USP on
May 11, 2007. The UAR is undergoing a major reorganization in order to provide better and
more professional advising services to all students. An organizational change that relates to this
process (reported by John Bravman, Vice Provost for Undergraduate Education), is the move of
the quarterly Academic Standing Review (covering those students eligible for probation,
provisional registration, and suspension) from the Registrar’s Office to the UAR and VPUE.

Program in Writing and Rhetoric. Andrea Lunsford, Director; Marvin Diogenes, Associate
Director; Claude Reichard, Director, Writing the Major; and Clyde Moneyhun, Director, Writing
Center, brought their annual report to C-USP on May 25, 2007. The above group presented a
thorough study of the year’s efforts in PWR, WIM, the Writing Center, and the five-year
longitudinal study that Professor Lunsford has been building.

Rhodes/Marshall/Churchill Committee. This report was received by C-USP at its meeting of
May 25, 2007. There were no issues that needed C-USP’s attention, so co-chairs Mark Kasevich
(Applied Physics) and John Pearson (Bechtel International Center) were not required to present
the report in person.

C-USP received, on November 3, 2006, a report on the efficacy of CourseWorks (Chris Chidsey,
Professor of Chemistry, Juliette Mail, Mako Tsuchitani, and Corinne Anaez). This was a
continuation of the project initiated by former C-USP Chair Rosemary Knight to have all course
syllabi online and available to students before each quarter began.

University Registrar Roger Printup reported great success with the on-line course evaluations at
the November 3, 2006 meeting. After two pilot quarters involving only a small number of
departments, the on-line evaluations have now opened for all courses (of more than 3 students) in
the Schools of Humanities and Sciences, Engineering, Education, and Earth Sciences. Students
must complete their evaluations, or indicate that they do not wish to evaluate a class, before they
can see their grades for that quarter.

C-USP SUBCOMMITTEES (Memberships are noted aspart of Appendix 1.)

The Subcommittee on Exceptions to Academic Policy (S-EAP) met three times during the year
to review student petitions.

The Subcommittee on University Honors (S-UH), chaired this year by Ellen Porzig (Professor,
Developmental Biology), completed its work on the Dinkelspiel, Gores and Cuthbertson Awards,
and brought its list of award recipients to C-USP on May 11, 2007.

The Subcommittee on Residential Education and Advising (S-REA) was not convened this year,
as the STEER group (VPUE and VPSA staffing) was still working on its overview of
undergraduate residential education.



The Subcommittee on General Education Requirements (S-GER) met in Spring Quarter to
review more than 30 proposals for courses that might carry the Education for Citizenship GERs
(American Cultures, Global Community, and Gender Studies). A large majority of these courses
were approved for the EC:GER they had requested; a few were revised later to receive approval.

The Ethical Reasoning Advisory Board also met to review courses proposed for the Education
for Citizenship GER in Ethical Reasoning. This year’s proposals contained more of the content
that the Board had hoped to see; eight new courses were approved for AY 2007-08.

PLANNING FOR 20072008

In connection with the major review of Area One, which will include IHUM and PWR, C-USP
will focus on issues affecting the freshman year. The April 13 and 27, 2007 meetings were
devoted to a discussion of Area One (the last 10 years, the next 10 years). The final meeting of
the 2006-07 year (the annual joint meeting with C-RUM) emphasized this plan, and brought the
support of C-RUM, which will be focusing on advising in the major.

As a corollary to the changes in the Autumn Quarter calendar, C-USP talked about the possibility
of changing academic deadlines, most of which are now set at 11:59PM on Sunday nights, to
Mondays in order to give students a better “last chance” opportunity to meet with advisors, etc.
Since none of the action items suggested at the time took place during the year, this discussion
will continue in 2007-08, and will need to involve C-GS as well.
